Recipe for Revolution
Revolutions are major turning points in history and regardless of where they occur, some common factors are present. These causes include a great divide between the social classes, a crisis which negatively impacts the masses (famine, drought), increasing unhappiness or loss of faith in the government or ruling power and the desire for equality and ideals and philosophies which provide a common rallying ground for the unhappy class.
Conditions that led to Revolution:
· People from all social classes are discontented.
· People feel restless and held down by unacceptable restrictions in society, religion, the economy or the government.
· People are beginning to think of themselves as belonging to a social class, and there are increasing tensions between social classes.
· The government does not respond to the needs of their society.
· The government is unable to get enough support from any group to save itself.
· The government cannot organize its finances correctly and is either going bankrupt or trying to tax heavily and unjustly.
Steps of a Revolution:

· Impossible demands made of the government, which, if granted, would mean its end.
· Unsuccessful government attempts to suppress revolutionaries.
· Revolutionaries gain power and seem united.
· Once in power, revolutionaries begin to quarrel amongst themselves, and unity begins to dissolve.
· Power is gained by progressively more radical groups until finally a lunatic gains almost complete control. 
· A period of terror occurs.
· Moderate groups regain power. The revolution is over.
Results of a Revolution:
· Did the ideals of the revolution change as its leadership changed? How?
· Were the original goals of the revolution achieved? At what point?
· Which social classes gained the most from the revolution? Which lost?
· How was the old political, social, economic order of society changed because of the revolution?
As a class, we are going to create a “cookbook” of revolutions around the world during different periods of time. Your group will be assigned one of the following revolutions:
	American Revolution (1775–1783)
	French Revolution (1789–1799

	Haitian Revolution (1791–1804)
	Glorious Revolution (1688)

	South American Revolutions (1811-1821)
	Mexican Revolution (1810-1821)


Recipe should include:
1. A list of ingredients (conditions that led to revolution) with AT LEAST 6 ingredients that show the conditions that led to the revolution. 
a. Ingredients should include:
i. 2-3 ingredients illustrating the general condition of the people and/or the problems in the land (crop failures, plagues, droughts) 
ii. 2-3 ingredients illustrating the abuse and oppression of the government
iii. 2-3 ingredients showing the ideas and philosophies that led to the revolution
b. Consider what “ingredients” or elements go into a revolution and HOW MUCH of each is used. 
i. For example: “several cups of angry peasants?” “A dash of Rousseau”? “A tablespoon of absolute power”?
ii. Put the ingredients that are most important (and you need more of) first and those of lesser importance (or you need less of) later.
2. The steps for preparing the recipe (the steps that led to the revolution in chronological order)
a. You need to use specific cooking terms to explain the STEPS of the revolution using your ingredient list.
i.  For example, cooking terms and verbs such as “mix together”, “beat” , “whip”, “simmer for 10 years”, “cook for ___”, “fold in…”. 
3. The expected yield for the recipe (results of the revolution)
4. A visual representation of the steps of the recipe and a picture of your finished dish.
a. You may use pictures of your revolution, but you MUST CITE your sources for all pictures used.
b. A picture of your finished dish should be something edible such as a cake, pie, etc.
c. EXTRA CREDIT: Create an edible representation of your revolution that reflects your recipe.
i. For example, if your recipe is a revolutionary cake your edible representation should be a cake that represents your revolution.

In addition to your recipe you should also prepare to present your recipe to the class. Make sure to discuss the goals of your revolution, short-term effects, and long-term effects. 
All groups should complete a MLA works cited page with the resources used for research for the above components.

Your recipe should be created on ONE webpage on your classes google site webpage. I have created the webpage for you and added it to your Google Drive. You will be able to find it in your “Shared With Me” folder on Google Drive. You must access the site using your WCPSS ID.
